A restaurant
dishwasher, Gregory L. Blackstock (1946) is an autistic savant
who took up drawing at the age of forty. Currently retired, he
lives in Seattle, Washington.

Guo Fengyi's majestic paintings are akin to poetic banners.
Several meters large, her scrolls present historic or ancestral
and divine figures whose faces, either fairy-like or monstrous,
emerge from subtly interlacing lines of unparalleled delicacy
and refinement. The artistic production of the Chinese creator
Guo Fengyi (1942-2010) dates from 1989, when she began
resorting to metaphysical contemplation in order to endure the
suffering imposed by her illness.
